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CONGREGATIONAL MEETING 
SUNDAY, MARCH 6

In order to fulfill our Congregational commitment of August 22, 2010 *; the Stewardship Council has called a Congregational Meeting immediately following worship on March 6th, to vote on a Council recommendation to conduct a Capital Campaign to raise $400,000 for the development, operation and maintenance of a renovated Ministry Center.

* August 22, 2010: Lyndale Congregation unanimously approves a specific commitment to equal partnering in the development, operation, and maintenance of a renovated Ministry Center at West 28th Street and Garfield Avenue South.

The Capital Campaign Executive Team, headed by Co-chairs Mary Lewis and Sarah Hanna, has tentative plans to begin developing the campaign this spring and summer.

DEVELOPMENT UPDATE

Through the snow you can see the concrete block walls going up for the foundation and parking garage of the Greenleaf Apartments.  And there’s a lot going on “underground” with our project too.
Both the design team and the ministry team continue to meet with representatives from the three churches.  Plans for the new addition (the main entrance) should be ready the first week of March with final pricing for that portion by mid-march.  That then could be started as well as the balcony demolition.  New architectural drawings for the entire project could be finished the end of March with final pricing right before Easter.

We’re still looking at numbers of $1.4 million from each congregation, unless “contingency” funds built into the costs are not used.  The new plans do include a commercial kitchen that would allow us to serve food to the neighborhood.
You’ll hear more at the Congregational Meeting on March 6th.  For now we’re still looking at completion of the renovation around Thanksgiving.  There’s still a lot of “underground” work to happen (interior design etc.) before we can catch our breath.  But catch it anyway.  And enjoy being part of this miracle.

In the Christian Church, lent is a recognition of the 40 days Jesus spent in the wilderness before he began his public ministry.
