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DEVELOPMENT UPDATE
· We have been hoping for the official “go ahead” word which would have meant demolition and redevelopment beginning ideally in late May.  A continued funding gap for the affordable housing is slowing down the project.  This funding is important, for it is the sale of Salem’s land to Brighton (for affordable housing and retail) that will give Salem the revenue to pay for their 50% of the renovation of the ministry center with Lyndale UCC.  
· Mid-March Salem and Lyndale received word that our redevelopment project is further delayed.  We are all very disappointed, but remain hopeful.
· The city is working hard to help Brighton fill the gap for the affordable housing, but things are not complete yet.  We now hope for demolition in August.  This is a very hard time to be doing this type of development work, but Brighton and the city remain committed to finding a way to make this work.
· Salem and Lyndale leaders will discuss this situation and our response in the coming weeks.
· Design Team continues to work hard to design a ministry center that is wonderfully functional and within our budget.  
· Sub-Committees are organizing to assist with specific needs for the design.  If you can be part of one of these sub committees, talk with Paul Thuras or Paul Livdahl.  There will be more information coming out as many of these sub-committees overlap, so we’re planning on a lot of cross fertilizing.
Worship Spaces—How will worship space be arranged and used?
Community Life—What are the needs in the gathering spaces, accessibility, recycling? 
Kitchen—What are the needs of our kitchen space and how will it match our ministry?  
Furnishings, Lighting, Reuse—How many?  What type?  
Education, Nursery—What is needed for classrooms and gathering space?
Music and Acoustics—How will instrumentation and sound systems best fit? Hearing Aids?
Office Needs—How will the allotted space fit for volunteers and staff?
Technology, Phones, Security—What are the day to day needs?
Accessibility—How do we design a center that is accessible and welcoming to all?

UNITED THEOLOGICAL SEMINARY INSTALLS NEW PRESIDENT 
On Sunday, April 11, The Reverend Mary McNamara will be installed as the seventh president of United Theological Seminary of the Twin Cities in a festive service that begins at 3:00 p.m. at Plymouth Congregational Church, 1900 Nicollet Avenue, Minneapolis. 
Speakers include The Reverend Daniel Aleshire, executive director of the Association of Theological Schools in the United States and Canada; Dr. Joseph C. Hough, Jr., president emeritus of Union Theological Seminary; The Reverend Dr. Peg Chemberlin, executive director of the Minnesota Council of Churches and president of the National Council of Churches; Dr. Gary Reierson, president of the Greater Minneapolis Council of Churches; Dr. Richard Bliese, president of Luther Seminary; Rabbi Marcia Zimmerman, Temple Israel; The Rev. Karen Smith Sellers, conference minister of the Minnesota Conference of the United Church of Christ; and Dr. Wilson Yates, president emeritus of United Theological Seminary. Ms. Sharon Ryan, chair of United’s board of trustees, will preside.

Rev. McNamara comes to United from Union Theological Seminary where she served for 10 years as executive vice president. Prior to coming to Union, she served as the non-profit economic development director in the Koch and Dinkins administrations and then as president of the Interchurch Center beginning in 1990. She serves as treasurer of the Association of Theological Schools and recently joined the board of Collegeville Institute. Raised in Cambridge, Minn., she is a graduate of Carleton College and Harvard Divinity School. She is a minister in the Presbyterian Church (U.S.A.).

UTS opened in September 1972 with 50 students and 10 faculty members, the first ecumenical seminary in mainline Protestantism in the current era. Formed from the merger of the School of Theology at Yankton, Minn., and Mission House Theological Seminary of Plymouth, Wis., its founders celebrated the legacy of both schools and were persuaded that the church needed to reflect theologically on it primary purpose and mission and on issues that were foremost in society.

The waters of baptism reflect the theme of this year’s “Open and Affirming” Celebration: “Immerse Yourself in the Love of God.” Those who affirm and celebrate the gifts that lesbian, gay, bisexual and transgender people within the Minnesota Conference United Church of Christ will gather on Sunday, April 25th at Clark Memorial United Church of Christ, 779 - 15th Avenue North in South Saint Paul. The day’s events will include workshops beginning at 2:30 PM and a worship service at 4:00 PM. All are invited to join us in the celebration.

 We will be challenged and encouraged by the preaching of the Rev. Dr. Anita Bradshaw, former National Field Organizer for the Welcoming Church Movement. Rev. Bradshaw now serves as Director of Judicatory Based Education for Eden Theological Seminary. Music will be provided by the choir of Spirit of the Lakes and Minnehaha United Churches of Christ.

Two workshops will be offered as part of the program. ONA 101 (Open and Affirming basics) will be offered for those people beginning conversations within their churches. “Transgender Inclusion” will be offered to help churches expand their welcome to those of differing gender identities.

 The “Open and Affirming” program within the United Church of Christ comes from a 1985 General Synod Resolution calling on all settings of the church to adopt statements of “openness” and “affirmation” towards gay, lesbian and bisexual people. There are currently 35 “Open and Affirming” UCC congregations in Minnesota.

The building is wheelchair accessible. The host congregation will provide refreshments following the worship service.  

WANT TO HELP SEND OUT THE NEW UCC’S STILL SPEAKING VIDEO MESSAGE ON APRIL 16th?

The United Church of Christ is just a month away from the viral launch of the next "God is Still Speaking" commercial called "The Language of God." 

The April 16 debut is a first for the UCC, relying exclusively on social networking and the church's best communicators, its own members, to spread the message.

"Yes, a new Stillspeaking ad is coming," says the Rev. Felix Carrion, coordinator of the UCC's Stillspeaking Ministry, "and what makes this debut so significant is that we are counting on the moxy of our million-plus supporters to spiral this viral message around the world."

"We're asking people to set aside that morning — April 16 — for unparalleled texting, Twittering, Facebooking and emailing of this new spot," he says.

The 60-second video message is being produced by Think Media, a national advertising firm known for its edgy, innovative video work. Its household-name clients include the Cleveland Cavaliers, the Cleveland Clinic, Progressive Insurance and Nestle, among others.

Leveraging the existing graphic identity established by the Stillspeaking campaign, the UCC plans to purchase targeted ads — touting the video message — on Facebook and the most widely trafficked blogs.
"Marketing data now shows that our target audience is now more likely to be found sitting in front of a computer screen instead of a TV screen," says the Rev. J. Bennett Guess, the UCC's director of communications. "Just as we found it important to take to TV in 2004 and 2005, we're taking to the internet on April 16 like no denomination has ever done before."

In preparation for the launch, a webpage with instructions on how you can help spread the word April 16   (http://www.ucc.org/god-is-still-speaking/april-16.html) has been posted in addition to changes to the UCC's home page (UCC.org). "We want the excitement of this new ad, and its potential for invitation and awareness, to reach every corner of the church - including cyberspace," says Connie Larkman, the UCC's strategic media coordinator.

FREQUENTLY ASKED QUESTIONS: NEW 'GOD IS STILL SPEAKING' AD SET TO SPIRAL ON APRIL 16 

What will the new Stillspeaking video message be like?

Called "The Language of God," the new 90-second video commercial invites people to explore more deeply what it means when, in the United Church of Christ, we say "God is still speaking," Through a rapid-paced experience of images, music and soundscapes, the ad encourages us to broaden our concept of when, where and how God is speaking in the world.

Is this an "advertisement" similar to our previous Bouncer, Ejector or Steeples ads?

Unlike our past ads, "The Language of God" is an experience more than a product advertisement. Most, we believe, will interpret "Language" as a pastoral message that invites exploration of the prophetic and sacramental sightings of God's handiwork. "Language" celebrates the outward and visible signs of God's grace that may too often go unnamed and unclaimed by religious people.

The prominent theme in our first series of ads emphasized an extravagant welcome to those who have felt excluded or rejected by institutionalized religion.  The prominent theme in "The Language of God" focuses on reintroducing people to a God that can be found and celebrated in all of life. In short, "sacred" + "secular" = "Stillspeaking God!"

Is it controversial?

More than sparking controversy, the hope is that it will ignite joy and wonder. The overall goal is to pique curiosity in a church that sees and hears God at work in diverse, out-of-the-ordinary and whimsical ways. Since "The Language of God" invites people to contemplate a God that is still speaking in the world, some may find imagery that resonates more or less with their understanding/interpretation of this proclamation. 

Can we see the ad early so we can decide if we want to use or share it on April 16?

Surely everyone will reserve judgment until they have seen the new ad — this is understandable. But by releasing the new ad to everyone at the same time we are increasing the likelihood that our viral launch will build anticipation and eventually spiral with enthusiasm — not trickle out slowly.

What will happen on April 16?

At 9 a.m. ET, a special edition of Keeping You ePosted will share the new ad with our more than 60,000 subscribers, appear on the UCC's Facebook, MySpace, Twitter and YouTube pages, and be available at ucc.org  If you do not receive Keeping You ePosted, sign up here. The "viral" aspect of our campaign will then depend on the commitment and creativity of our supporters.

How should we get ready for the new ad?

• First, tell people in your church about April 16 and explain the power (and affordability) of viral messaging on the internet, especially if people-power is involved. Just consider the math: The UCC has 25,386 fans on Facebook. If each posts "The Language of God" for their Facebook friends to see, it will reach 3,554,040 viewers in minutes. And if just a fraction of these re-post it, even millions more will learn of the UCC.  

• Second, promote April 16 by ordering this special promotional card that helps explain what exactly will happen that day. It's free in quantities of 100 from United Church of Christ Resources (800-537-3394). All you pay is shipping and handling. Or download here.

• Third, host an after-church seminar so that someone knowledgeable in social networking can show others in your church about Facebook, YouTube, etc. and how to "share" something for others. While not everyone will want to become involved in the social networking sphere, they can get excited knowing that others soon will learn about the UCC because of it.

• Fourth, on April 11, celebrate those who will participate in the April 16 viral launch. Ask them to stand and bless/consecrate their hands for sharing!

• Fifth, ready for church to welcome newcomers. Send a press release or call a reporter and ask them to cover your church's participation in the viral launch on April 16. Seek local publicity for this national event. Present your church as ready to embrace technology and marshal its people to seek out and others.

• Sixth, following the ad's launch on April 16, a new "Stillspeaking Voices" campaign also will launch. This will be an opportunity for UCC members and supporters to opt-in individually in the Stillspeaking Movement and get involved personally. The goal is for every Stillspeaking church to enlist 10 percent of its members to become Stillspeaking Voices. 

• Seventh, for local church webmasters:  "The Language of God" will be embedded on a YouTube player so that we can count the number of viewers. We request you do the same by embedding the same YouTube version so we're tracking viewer counts together no matter where people see the ad.
